The ministry of Foreign and European affairs (MAEE) and CRÉDIT AGRICOLE S. A. decided to create a program to attract and assist top notch foreign students in France.

(*) Before to send your application to this scholarhip to the DEPARTMENT OF COOPERATION AND CULTURAL ACTION OF THE FRENCH EMBASSY), you should submit your application form for the selected training related to one of these institutions of higher education, partner of this program, at least before the 5th of April 2010. Moreover, you are invited to check the application deadlines of each institutions by visiting their website.
The tuition fees amount that you are  due differs by institution.
WHAT ARE THE BENEFITS OFFERED ?
After the selection procedure, if you are one of the beneficiaries of the scholarship program jointly funded by “CREDIT AGRICOLE SA / MAEE”, you will be allocated:

· by CRÉDIT AGRICOLE S.A. : 
· A scholarship via a lump sum of 12.000 €.

· A mentor from the company

· An internship at Crédit Agricole S.A. which will be paid; the acceptance of this internship is mandatory for being awarded the scholarship
· An assistance at the end of the stay in France for orienting your career

· By the French Ministry of Foreign and European Affairs, and funded by  the General Consulate :

· A social and medical insurance which gives you the status of French government scholar as well as the related benefits (support for the visa application procedure; proposals for cultural activities from Egide...);

· Intensive French courses before your departure to France at “Alliances françaises”
You will be also entitled to benefit of a personalized allowance for accommodation.
Who is ELIGIBLE? 
You are eligible for this scholarship program if:
· You have one of the following nationality : Greek, Chinese (Hong Kong), Italian, Japanese, Polish, Serbian or Singapore
· You are 30 year old at most during the year of your selection
· You are not already benefiting from a scholarship of the French government
Important notices:

· Students with a double citizenship, including the French one, are not eligible

· Applications for apprenticeship training, or related to continuous education, are immediately rejected
· To speak French is not a prerequisite, even if it remains a criterion for the selection. It may also be required by the host institution. However, it is one of your objectives at the end of your stay in France.
· You should have submitted previously your application to one of the institutions of higher education, partners of this program, for the selected training. 
 what are the milestones of the selection process? 
-  Before April 5, 2010, which is the application deadline, you should have sent your digital application form for the scholarship program jointly funded by CRÉDIT AGRICOLE SA / MAEE to the Department of Cooperation and Cultural Action of the French embassy.

You should also have submitted your application to one of the institutions of higher education, partners of this program, for the selected training.
- After April 12, 2010, the French institutions of higher education where you applied previously will announce if your application is admissible for the chosen course. If so, you will receive from the Department of Cooperation and Cultural Action of the French embassy an appointment for an interview with the selection committee for the scholarship program jointly funded by CREDIT AGRICOLE S.A. / MAEE.
- Between April 19 and May 3, 2010, a pre-selection committee will be held in your country, under the authority of the French embassy, and formed of a representative of the Department of Cooperation and Cultural Action of the French embassy, a representative of the French Trade commission and a representative of the group CREDIT AGRICOLE S.A..

- The digital forms of the selected applicants will be sent by the Department of Cooperation and Cultural Action of the French embassy to the MAEE headquarters no later than May 6, 2010.

- On May 20, 2010, following the proposal of the pre-selection committee of your home country, the final list of the 10 selected candidates will be established in consultation between CRÉDIT AGRICOLE S.A. and MAEE. 

You will be notified by the Department of Cooperation and Cultural Action of the French embassy of the result of your application, which will be either awarded one of the scholarships jointly funded by CRÉDIT AGRICOLE SA/ MAEE after acceptance of your application by the French institution of Higher education or denied.

If you are selected, you will be responsible for your definitive registration in this French institution of higher education. It is only when you will be definitively admitted in this institution that you will officially be granted the scholarship.
The complete list of scholars will then be published on the website of the Ministry of Foreign and European Affairs, the French embassy and CRÉDIT AGRICOLE S.A. as well as the French institutions of higher education, partners of this program.
What are the selection criteria?
The criteria considered are:

- The excellence of the candidate as it is reflected by his/her academic background

- The quality of the professional project

- The level of French

In case of an equal level of competencies, the program will select in priority candidates with limited resources.

The committee does not provide critiques for unsuccessful applications and the decisions are final.
Documents to provide with your application form:

· Your transcript records, previous diplomas, references, ranks...

· Your curriculum vitae, in French or in English, on one or two pages

· Your career plan, in French or in English, on one or two pages, including at least: a summary of your academic background as well as eventually your professional experiences, your motivations for this scholarship program and your career prospects.
